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New kitchen at Basamuk:

HE PNG national and expatriate staff
working with Ramu Nickel Project at
Basamuk refinery plant can now enjoy a new
mess, thanks to Ramu NiCo’s constant strive

to improve living conditions on site.

The new mess opened on Sep 28, 2009 has
brand-new facilities including a new kitchen
with modern cooking facilities, a big dining
hall, cold storeroom, meat room, vegetable
preparation room, bakery and others. It also
has shower rooms and washing machines for
the mess staff.

NCS Site Manager John Easton said this new
messing facility provides healthy and clean
working environment where healthy food

for healthy workers is their priority. This also
enables them to provide better food for the
hard working staff of Ramu Nickel Project at
Basamuk.

Thanks to the modern cooking facilities
equipped there, the mess now provides
greater varieties of food including beef, pork,
fried steak, various stews, omelette, cakes,
traditional vegetables and sometimes kaukau
(sweet potatoes) and taro. Fruits of various
kinds are also provided.

Ora Tueti, the mess catering manager also
stressed that compared with the first mess,

the new mess has better hygiene and huge
improvement. With a total number of 157
national staff, most of whom landowners from
the surrounding communities, the new mess
now caters for 900 to 1,000 workers each meal.

Recently, CA Department agricultural team has distributed 2800
quality hybrid cocoa seeds to some landowner clans and families in
Usino area.

The team also paid visit to those families and gathered information on
their nurseries, land for tree planting and equipment for cocoa beans
dehydrating and drying. Basic agricultural technology training was
conducted and those families, especially women and youths have
shown great interest in engaging in agriculture development assistance
of Ramu NiCo.

He is Kong Qin, who heard a far crying voice which called on him
to use his expertise and experience to help build the Project whose
success will further strengthen the ties between China and Papua
New Guinea.

As the incumbent General Manager of Basamuk General Management
Department, Kong is one of the dedicated senior management staff,
working tirelessly to see the Project finally reach production and export.

Kong’s story is humble, yet moving and encouraging. He has worked
with MCC, the parent company of Ramu NiCo for many years.

Majoring in Metal Material Science, Kong joined MCC immediately after
his graduation in 1991. That was his first job. Since then, he worked
with several subsidiaries of MCC till today for 18 years. Over the years,
he has been trained and groomed to shoulder greater responsibilities.

Before he joined Ramu NiCo in 2007, he attended to various
responsibilities in China and other Southeast Asian countries including
the Philippines, Thailand, Indonesia and Cambodia to open, develop

and extend local markets and undertake contracting works. From 2005
to 2006, he worked in Iran as Project Manager in a coke plant.

“Whatever | do and where ever | work, my aim is to work with MCC,”

When two months
ago he was appointed as the General Manager of Basamuk General
Management Department overlooking all operation there except
construction and production, Kong was very proud because he was
entrusted with greater responsibilities.

KBK mine site:

M Pressure test for a length of 20 km long slurry
pipes complete, cathode protection work
complete, 20 anti-slide piles for geologic
hazard treatment in place, and cable laying for
40 km slurry pipes complete.

W Water source water in-taking and purification,
and mining stope water supply and purification
works completed and ready for acceptance
check.

Hl De-agglomeration plant retaining wall, booster
pump station flooring and slurry collection
pond complete; truck scale foundation and
belt veranda structure installation complete;
sewage treatment of the integrated pipe
network complete and 50% of the water
supply piping constructed.

W Power plant black start complete; generator
network in preparation for power generation;
power plant and external road complete.

M Oil depot near completion except for the
additional box type filling station; acceptance
check is under way.

M Slurry thickening plant thickener set installation
complete.

W Beneficiation plant area integrated pipe
network complete.

B Permanent accommodation area 4 buildings
structure installation complete and 1 building
decoration complete; box substation
installation complete.

Basamuk refinery plant:

W Water source large open well works fully
completed; water supplied by water in-
taking purification station to fill three 3000 m3
water tanks; water pipes to chemical water
treatment, boiler house, power plant and office
building complete.

W Power plant black start under final debugging,
generator network piping, circulating water
and oil supply under final check.

H Three 420 ton gantry cranes installed at
Basamuk wharf.

W The handover of office building, first aid center
and shower room complete.

W Air compression station and HPAL circulating
water complete and under debugging.

W Autoclave 3# equipment and structural
steel complete and piping work underway;
Autoclave 1# structural steel and process
structural steel under installation.

M Flocculent preparation and barren liquor
filtering structural steel and equipment
installation complete and piping work
underway.

M The last non-standard tank of CCD process is
under construction; CCD tank water filling test
successful and rubber lining underway.

W Non-standard equipment and process
structural steel complete for Fe & Al removal,
and foundation anti-corrosion complete.

M All non-standard tanks of the washing and
filtering of Fe & Al removal residue completed
and internal lining brick work underway.

H The installation of two 45 ton boilers of the
boiler house complete, and chemical water
treatment tank installation complete.
